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Introduction The Cooper Family

ne of the questions that most intrigues students of genealogy is the why question: why did our ancestors
come here? In fact, why would anybody undertake such a perilous journey fraught with so much uncertainty? Or,
perhaps more succinctly, what legacy did our ancestors leave us that was worthy of the sacrifice of their very lives?
There are reasons that people do dangerous things. When those reasons are discovered, they can become
some of the most important context for understanding our ancestors as people. By discerning their motiva-
tions, we may see what drove them to undertake risks that could end their very lives. Such knowledge tells us
what kinds of people they really were, because it unequivocally demonstrates what they really believed and
cherished. Those beliefs, in turn, give us a glimpse into understanding our ancestors as people; their beliefs
shaped every aspect of their lives, their struggles and their triumphs. In essence, | here endeavor to see our
ancestors as people of their times; in doing so | hope to impart a fuller understanding of the legacy they left
for us to guard. It is my solemn belief that it is our duty as their progeny to treasure that legacy, guard it with
our lives, if necessary, and pass it on to the generations that follow.

With such a monumental task, where do we begin? In my view, the most logical approach to an overall
family history is to begin with a description of the events that became common cause for all our ancestors to
migrate to North American from Europe.! Our ancestors from the British Isles arrived earlier in the Colonies than
our German brethren, so the logical starting point is to describe the events in the British Isles that evoked the
first emigrants to take to the seas

As a student of history, | am also aware that the original German Palatine emigration from London to
New York was financed by Queen Anne of England (after their original migration to England from Holland).
England had finally defeated the Spanish Armada, and with it, the last vestige of challenge to its sovereignty
as a Protestant nation. In Europe -- unlike Britain -- the issue was pretty cut-and-dried; it was, quite simply, a
question of religious differences between protestants and Catholics. As the influence of Protestants rose, Rome
became supportive of efforts to wipe out protestantism wherever it existed.

ORGANIZATION

This book is organized into sections and parts. This first section is a collection of narratives about historic
events that are common to many branches of our family. Each part delves into a specific topic, but together
the first part represents a general overview of the causes of migration for our family from Europe, followed by a
series of events in American History that became cause for migration of family groups within America..

The remaining parts contain surname histories for various parts of our family; Sections 1, 2 and 3 delve
into our paternal Cooper line; this includes our paternal Cooper [Section 2] and maternal Henderson [Section 3]
narratives.; likewise, Section 5 explores our mother’s paternal Scribner line, and Section 6 follows her maternal
Steele lineage. Each of those sections are further divided into parts, which are generally organized by surname.
However, for more recent family history, parts are used to describe separate generations within our family.

1 In my years of genealogical research on both the Scribner and Cooper families, I have discovered a remarkable pattern: with
only two exceptions, every single branch of our family I have traced back to European origins arrived in the American Colonies before
the Revolutionary War. The two exceptions are the Costellos (Anna Jane Costello married Frank Henderson) and the Classicks (or “Clos-
sicks” as they were known in Ireland; Michael John Classick was the father of William J. Classick, who married Nina McNutt). Both of
those families were Irish, and both emigrated during the disastrous potato famine of the early 1850s. Both of those lines are on the Cooper
side. One other large generalization can also be made: every single pre-Revolutionary War branch of our family except a few that I have
identified has come from one of two places: either somewhere in the British Isles (Scotland, Ireland, England, or Wales), or somewhere
in the German Palatine region [the area we know of as Baden-Wurttemberg, Saarland, Rhineland-Pfalz, and Bavaia; including French
Hugenots from Alsace/Lorraine; also including parts of Northern Switzerland]. The only exceptions are two Scandinavians -- one in the
Cox family, whose genetic origin has recently been discovered to have been Swedish and descended from Peter Larsson Cocke, and the
other Norwegian in origin and an ancestor of Mary Benedict, the wife of Pennsylvania Dutch-born Frederick G. Hetchler., the parents of
Minerva Hetsler, the grandmother of both of my mother’s parents.
